By developing
new relationships across sectors and
fostering a deeper understanding of local
issues, the program strives to empower
local leaders to find fresh insights and
design and lead creative solutions which can
impact the issues that are most important
to program participants.

The program is open to all aspiring
community leaders that are willing to
dedicate the time and effort over eight
months to build relationships, learn about
the community, engage in conversations,
and consider and design solutions to
address challenges. During the final session
at graduation, participants will present their
Leadership Initiative projects. These
initiatives are designed to create positive
community impact and may be completed
individually or in groups with shared goals.
